
 

Using Title Lists 
ProQuest's Title Lists lets you produce lists of the publications included in ProQuest databases. Each database 
product covers publications that either focus on a specific area of interest (such as business), or that are diverse 
enough to span a wide range of general interest topics.  
The Title List Generator lets you: 
Q View the most current title list. The website title lists are updated each month.  
Q Establish counts for various formats (listed at the top of the column)  
Q Find which specific titles are available in full image format. (Use the Sort function in Excel to sort by formats to 

bring all image titles to the top of the list.)  
Q Create a database to compare with competitors' title lists.  
Q Find ISSNs for titles.  

How to Download ProQuest® Title Lists from www.proquest.com: 

1. Go to www.proquest.com and choose Title Lists. 
 You see the Title Lists page.

2. If you know the name of the Database or Product: 
a. Enter the product name in the Database/Product field. 
b. Select the Product Media (Electronic or CD). 
c. Select the Subject. 
d. Click SEARCH.

 If you don't know the name of the Database or Product: 

a Click Browse to view a list of available products. 
 You see the Title Lists Browse page.

b Click the name of the desired product or database.

4. In the Statistics area, select the statistics you would like to view for the Title List. 
5. In the Format area, click the output format for your Title List. 



 
 If you select HTML you will see an HTML formatted table of the requested information on your screen. Click 

Print on your browser bar to print the information or select Save As from the File menu to save the 
information to an HTML file. 

 

 If you select Microsoft Excel, you will see a spreadsheet in the browser window. Save the file as a comma 
delimited text file and follow the directions in the next section to import the information into Excel. 

 

 If you select Text-only ASCII you will see the information on your screen. Click Print on your browser bar to 
print the information or select Save As from the File menu to save the information to a text file. 
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 If you select Tab-Delimited, you see the information on your screen. Click Print on your browser bar to print 
the information or select Save As from the File menu to save the information to a text file. 

 

 If you select Comma-delimited, you will see the information on your screen. Click Print on your browser bar 
to print the information or select Save As from the File menu to save the information to a text file. 
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 If you select PDF you will be prompted to download a .pdf file which you can open and print with Acrobat 
Reader. 

Additional instructions for importing into Excel spreadsheet:  

1. Close your browser and open Excel.  
2. Choose Open in the File Menu and select the comma delimited file you saved.  
3. The Excel Wizard will ask a few questions for formatting. Choose these settings: 
 Data type: delimited 
 Delimiters: comma (de-select any other settings) 
 Column data format: general  
4. Click Finish.  
5. The spreadsheet will open in the Excel window. Adjust your column widths, fonts, etc., as necessary.  
5. From this point, titles can be sorted by date, ISSN, title, or other ways. (Under the Data Menu, use the Sort 

function.)  
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
